CB TOUR Index — Division Eligibility &
Handicap System

What is the CB TOUR Index?

The CB TOUR Index is a performance-based rating system inspired by the GHIN model used in
golf. It uses a bowler’s top 21 differentials from their most recent 30 games (or a tiered
formula if fewer than 30 games are available) to calculate an index that reflects a player’s skill
level regardless of lane pattern difficulty or center conditions.

Differential Formula

Differential = Score — Field Average

Divisions

Open Division

Under Division

Eligibility for the Under Division:

* CB TOUR Index of 2.9 or lower, or
» USBC Standard Average of 199 or lower

Average Determination

If a bowler has 15 or more CB TOUR games, their CB TOUR Index will determine division
eligibility.



If a bowler does not have a CB TOUR Index, the highest USBC Standard Composite
Average from the 2024-2025 season will be used.

CB TOUR Index Placeholder Average

(For Handicap Only)

For handicap brackets and Challenge Series competition, a placeholder average is assigned
based on a bowler’s Index.

Handicap is calculated as:

75% of the difference between 220 and the placeholder average.

Special Rules for Advancement

» Top 1-in-6 bowlers from each division advance to the Cashers Round

* High Woman Out of the Cut:
The highest finishing non-nationally touring woman outside the cut will also advance.

* Friday High Qualifier Rule:
The highest qualifying score from Friday night’s squad automatically advances to the
Cashers Round.

* Desperado Squad:
Following the final qualifying squad Saturday evening, a one-game Desperado squad will be
held for 1 additional spot into the Cashers Round.

The bowler’s highest qualifying score will carry forward.

The Desperado squad will also be used if necessary to ensure an even number of bowlers
per pair for the Cashers Round.

Entry fee will be determined based on total tournament entries.

Reentry Policy

Bowlers may reenter any squad.
Only a bowler’s highest qualifying score will count toward advancement.

Tie Procedures (Qualifying)
Ties in qualifying for advancement into the Cashers Round will advance.

If ties result in an uneven number of bowlers per pair for the Cashers Round, the Desperado
Squad will be used to balance the field.

Sunday — 9:00 AM

Format:
4 additional games

Carryover

A bowler’s highest 5-game qualifying score carries forward into the Cashers Round.

Advancement to Match Play

If fewer than 24 bowlers advance:



Top 16 advance to the bracket

» Seeds 1-4: 2-round bye
* Seeds 5-8: 1-round bye

If 24 or more bowlers advance:
Top 24 advance to the bracket

* Seeds 1-8: 1-round bye

Bracket Finals

Format:
Best-of-two-game match play

Higher seed will choose:

« Starting lane
* Finish order

16-Bowler Bracket

* 10 minutes before Round 1
* 4 minutes before Rounds 2 & 3
* 2 shots per lane before Rounds 4 & 5

24-Bowler Bracket

* 10 minutes before Round 1
* 5 minutes before Round 2
» 2 shots per lane before Rounds 3,4 & 5

Lane Maintenance



Lanes will be reconditioned before the start of the Bracket Finals.

New Roll-Off Format

If a match is tied:

3-shot shootout (alternating shots)

* Strike = 1 point

The bowler with the most points after 3 shots wins.
If still tied:

Sudden-death — one-ball high count

CB TOUR Index Placeholder Average

Our scoring system requires averages to calculate handicap pins.

A placeholder average based on the bowler’s index will be used.
Handicap is calculated as:

75% of the difference between 220 and the placeholder average.
This applies only to:

» Handicap brackets
* Challenge Series events

Highest scores across all qualifying squads determine winners.

Qualifying
» 5 games across 5 different pairs of lanes per squad

* Bowlers may reenter, with the highest score counting for awards.
